



Tryon Garden Club's Pearson's Falls Glen

Pearson's Falls Glen is a 268 acre botanical preserve comprised of over 200 species of native deciduous and evergreen tree s, flowering plants, wildflowers, algae, mosses, fungi and fern with a 90 foot waterfall.  The Tryon Garden Club, a nonprofit 501(c) (3) organization has owned and maintained it since 1931.

In 1928 a small group of women organized the Tryon Garden Club with Elia Peattie as their first president. In 1931 Peattie's son, Donald Cultross Peattie appealed to the club to purchase the tract of land that is known as Pearson Falls Glen. Peattie was a famous naturalist and botanist who had been studying and recording over 200 native species found on the property which had been owned by the C. W. Pearson family since 1876. With the help of gifts and personal loans of the members the Tryon Garden Club was able to purchase the property for $3,300 . Eight years later in 1939 after vigorous fundraising projects, the members held a ceremony which they burned the mortgage on the property in a handsome brazier with a fire of pinecones, cedar and rosemary for remembrance.

For over 80 years the Tryon Garden Club has continued the legacy of its charter members of protecting and preserving the natural beauty of Pearson's Falls Glen for future generations.


Located in the foothills of the Blue Ridge Mountains of Saluda, N.C., Pearson's Falls Glen has been designated as a North Carolina National Heritage Area, a North Carolina Birding Trail Site and included in the Smithsonian Institution's Archives of American Gardens, Washington, D.C.


Location: just off Route 176, 4 miles north of Tryon, N.C. or 3 miles south of Saluda, NC.
